They also offer an important revision to the American story by inserting the minor
and creating a tension amid dominant discourses about literacy, race, and citizenship. Through a
consideration of the literacy narratives of Hawai`i, Young also provides a context for reading literacy
narratives as responses to racism, linguistic discrimination, and attempts at “othering” in a
particular region. As we are faced with dominant discourses that construct race and citizenship in
problematic ways and as official institutions become even more powerful and prevalent in silencing
minor voices, Minor Re/Visions reveals the critical need for revising minority and dominant
discourses. Young’s observations and conclusions have important implications for the ways
rhetoricians and compositionists read, teach, and assign literacy narratives.
