relations between children and adults is a highly controversial issue, and is usually framed as child
sexual abuse.

the factors leading to resilience in adversity or reduced perceptions of severity. The chapters look at
the current literature on child sexual abuse and experiences, family and environmental protective
and risk factors, the psychology of disclosure, coping mechanisms, gender differences, affect on
sexuality, and the implications for therapy, and draws upon the narratives of adults who describe
their perceptions - in childhood and adulthood - of their experiences. The outline of a ten week
recovery programme is also included.
