Before the
war Curtis was an accomplished civil engineer, a prime mover of the transcontinental railroad, and
an important figure in the emerging Republican Party and was elected three times to the House of
Representatives from Iowa. After the war he participated in pioneering efforts in peacemaking with
the Plains Indians and helped oversee construction of the Union Pacific across Nebraska. This
biography restores Curtis to his rightful place in American history and adds significantly to our
understanding of the Civil War.
