Order of Multiple Object Pronouns

When using multiple pronouns in a sentence, French follows a specific order. The general sequence
is:

1. me, te, se, nous, vous
2. le, 1a, les

3. lui, leur



5. en

For example: “Je le lui donne” (I give it to him/her).

Common Mistakes in Using Object Pronouns
