EbUucATIONAL QUALIFICATIONS

BAckGROUND CHEcks AND CLEARANCES

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

APPLICANTS MAY BE REQUIRED TO DEMONSTRATE PROFICIENCY IN BASIC SKILLS, SUCH AS PASSING THE CALIFORNIA BAsIcC



EbucaTioNAL SkiLLs TesT (CBEST) orR AN EQUIVALENT EXAM. THE DISTRICT MAY ALSO REQUIRE ATTENDANCE AT

APPLICATION PROCESS AND HIRING PROCEDURES

As oF 2024, FRESNO UNIFIED PAYS SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS APPROXIMATELY $ 160 PER FULL DAY. PAY RATES MAY VARY
