6. Prepositional (IIpenioxxubI#): npuHiiecce - used after certain prepositions

Usage in Sentences



The grammatical case chosen depends on the word’s function in the sentence. For
example:

e Ona - npuHiiecca. (She is a princess.)
e Kuura o npuniecce. (A book about the princess.)

e 4 momapun uBeTh nmpuHIecce. (I gave flowers to the princess.)

Historical and Cultural Significance

The concept of a princess in Russian culture differs in some respects from the Western
European traditions due to Russia’s unique history of nobility and governance.

This English translation of the first
major biography of Martens is in fact the most complete text in any language, as the Russian author,
at the translator's request, took the opportunity to revise his original work and even supplied two
whole chapters missing from the original Russian edition of 1993 and subsequent editions and
translations. Pustogarov was among the first scholars to gain access to the near-legendary Archive
of the Foreign Policy of Russia, and his biography of Martens contains a wealth of hitherto
unavailable information on the more-or-less secret political maneuvers of the ~Great Powers' in
Martens' time. This is an important book for all international lawyers to read and study, exposing as
it does the deepest currents of the mainstream of international law in our time.
