REVIEWING STUDENT PROGRESS AND RECORDS

PARENTS SHOULD TAKE TIME TO REVIEW REPORT CARDS, TEST SCORES, AND TEACHER COMMENTS PRIOR TO THE MEETING.
FAMILIARITY WITH THESE MATERIALS ENABLES INFORMED QUESTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS. TEACHERS, IN TURN, PREPARE
INDIVIDUALIZED FEEDBACK AND DATA TO SHARE DURING THE MEETING.

SETTING GOALS AND PRIORITIES FOR THE MEETING

IDENTIFYING KEY AREAS OF FOCUS HELPS KEEP THE MEETING ORGANIZED AND EFFICIENT. PARENTS CAN LIST TOPICS THEY WANT
