TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS IN GEORGIA ARE ESSENTIAL PATHWAYS FOR ASPIRING EDUCATORS SEEKING TO ENTER THE

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OVERVIEW OF TEACHER CERTIFICATION IN GEORGIA

TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS IN GEORGIA ARE DESIGNED TO PREPARE INDIVIDUALS FOR EFFECTIVE TEACHING ROLES BY
ENSURING THEY MEET STATE EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS. THE GEORGIA PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS CommMission (GAPSC)
GOVERNS THE LICENSURE PROCESS, SETTING THE CRITERIA FOR EARNING AND MAINTAINING TEACHING CREDENTIALS. CERTIFICATION
IS MANDATORY FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS AND IS INCREASINGLY VALUED IN PRIVATE EDUCATION SETTINGS AS WELL. T HE
CERTIFICATION PROCESS INVOLVES COMPLETING APPROVED COURSEWORK, PASSING REQUIRED EXAMS, AND FULFILLING
PRACTICAL TEACHING EXPERIENCE. UNDERST ANDING THE STRUCTURE AND REQUIREMENTS OF THESE PROGRAMS HELPS CANDIDATES
NAVIGATE THE PATHWAY TO BECOMING CERTIFIED EDUCATORS IN GEORGIA.

RoLE oF THE GEORGIA PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS COMMISSION

THE GEORGIA PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS COMMISSION OVERSEES THE CERTIFICATION OF TEACHERS AND OTHER EDUCATION
PROFESSIONALS. |T ESTABLISHES THE RULES AND STANDARDS FOR CERTIFICATION, INCLUDING PROGRAM APPROVAL,
EXAMINATION REQUIREMENTS, AND PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT GUIDELINES. THE COMMISSION ALSO MANAGES THE ISSUANCE,
RENEWAL, AND REVOCATION OF TEACHING CERTIFICATES, ENSURING EDUCATORS MAINTAIN COMPETENCY THROUGHOUT THEIR
CAREERS.

IMPORTANCE OF CERTIFICATION

CERTIFICATION ENSURES THAT TEACHERS POSSESS THE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ETHICAL STANDARDS NECESSARY TO PROVIDE
QUALITY EDUCATION. |T ALSO ENHANCES EMPLOYMENT PROSPECTS, SALARY POTENTIAL, AND CAREER ADVANCEMENT
OPPORTUNITIES. FURTHERMORE, CERTIFICATION ALIGNS EDUCATORS WITH STATE EDUCATIONAL GOALS AND STUDENT
ACHIEVEMENT STANDARDS.



TyPes oF TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS

GEORGIA OFFERS SEVERAL TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS TAILORED TO DIFFERENT EDUCATIONAL BACKGROUNDS AND
CAREER GOALS. THESE PROGRAMS RANGE FROM TRADITIONAL UNIVERSITY-BASED PATHWAYS TO ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION
OPTIONS FOR CAREER CHANGERS OR THOSE WITH PRIOR DEGREES IN OTHER FIELDS. EACH PROGRAM IS STRUCTURED TO MEET THE
STATE'S CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS AND INCLUDES COURSEWORK, FIELD EXPERIENCES, AND ASSESSMENTS.

TrRADITIONAL CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS

TRADITIONAL PROGRAMS ARE TYPICALLY OFFERED BY COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES AND INVOLVE COMPLETING A BACHELOR'S
DEGREE IN EDUCATION OR A RELATED FIELD. THESE PROGRAMS INCLUDE EXTENSIVE PEDAGOGICAL TRAINING, SUBJECT-SPECIFIC
COURSEWORK, AND STUDENT TEACHING EXPERIENCES. UpPoN COMPLETION, CANDIDATES ARE ELIGIBLE TO APPLY FOR INITIAL
CERTIFICATION.

PosT-BAcCALAUREATE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS

POST-BACCALAUREATE PROGRAMS CATER TO INDIVIDUALS WHO ALREADY HOLD A BACHELOR'S DEGREE IN A NON-EDUCATION
FIELD AND WISH TO TRANSITION INTO TEACHING. THESE PROGRAMS PROVIDE THE NECESSARY EDUCATION COURSES AND
TEACHING PRACTICUM TO MEET CERTIFICATION STANDARDS WITHOUT REQUIRING A SECOND BACHELOR’S DEGREE.

GRADUATE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS

GRADUATE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS, SUCH AS MASTER'S DEGREE PROGRAMS IN EDUCATION, OFFER AN ADVANCED PATHWAY
THAT COMBINES CERTIFICATION PREPARATION WITH GRADUATE-LEVEL STUDY. THESE PROGRAMS ARE IDEAL FOR THOSE SEEKING
BOTH CERTIFICATION AND ADVANCED CREDENTIALS SIMULTANEOUSLY.

ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS

ALTERNATIVE ROUTES ALLOW CANDIDATES TO BEGIN TEACHING WHILE COMPLETING CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS, OFTEN
THROUGH PROGRAMS DESIGNED FOR CAREER CHANGERS OR THOSE WITH URGENT STAFFING NEEDS. | HESE PROGRAMS PROVIDE
ACCELERATED TRAINING AND MENTORING TO PREPARE EDUCATORS EFFECTIVELY.

ELiGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR CERTIFICATION

TO ENTER TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS IN GEORGIAI CANDIDATES MUST MEET SPECIFIC ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA ESTABLISHED
BY THE STATE. THESE REQUIREMENTS ENSURE THAT CANDIDATES ARE ACADEMICALLY PREPARED AND DEMONSTRATE THE
APTITUDE NECESSARY FOR SUCCESSFUL TEACHING CAREERS.

EDUCATIONAL BACKGROUND

APPLICANTS MUST POSSESS AT LEAST A BACHELOR'S DEGREE FROM AN ACCREDITED INSTITUTION. FOR TRADITIONAL ROUTES,
THIS DEGREE IS TYPICALLY IN EDUCATION OR A RELATED SUBJECT AREA. POST-BACCALAUREATE AND ALTERNATIVE PROGRAMS
ACCEPT DEGREES IN VARIOUS FIELDS, PROVIDED CANDIDATES COMPLETE REQUIRED EDUCATION COURSEW ORK.

BACkGROUND CHECkS AND CHARACTER REQUIREMENTS

GEORGIA MANDATES THOROUGH BACKGROUND CHECKS TO ENSURE THE SAFETY AND WELL-BEING OF STUDENTS. CANDIDATES
MUST PASS FINGERPRINTING AND CRIMINAL HISTORY SCREENINGS. ADDITIONALLY, ETHICAL CONDUCT AND CHARACTER REFERENCES



MAY BE EVALUATED DURING THE CERTIFICATION PROCESS.

TESTING REQUIREMENTS

CANDIDATES ARE REQUIRED TO PASS CONTENT KNOWLEDGE AND PEDAGOGY ASSESSMENTS. THE PRAXIS SERIES IS COMMONLY
USED TO EVALUATE SUBJECT MATTER EXPERTISE AND TEACHING SKILLS. MEETING MINIMUM SCORES ON THESE EXAMS IS ESSENTIAL
FOR CERTIFICATION ELIGIBILITY.

APPLICATION AND TESTING PROCESS

THE PROCESS OF OBTAINING TEACHER CERTIFICATION IN GEORGIA INVOLVES SEVERAL STEPS, INCLUDING COMPLETING AN
APPROVED PROGRAM, PASSING REQUIRED EXAMINATIONS, AND SUBMITTING AN APPLICATION THROUGH THE GEORGIA
PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS COMMISSION.

STEPS TO APPLY FOR CERTIFICATION

1. COMPLETE AN APPROVED TEACHER PREPARATION PROGRAM.

2. PASS THE REQUIRED PRAXIS EXAMS OR OTHER APPROVED ASSESSMENTS.

3. SUBMIT AN APPLICATION WITH OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS, TEST SCORES, AND BACKGROUND CHECK DOCUMENTATION.
4. PAY THE APPLICABLE CERTIFICATION FEES.

5. RECEIVE THE TEACHING CERTIFICATE AND MEET ANY INDUCTION OR MENTORING REQUIREMENTS.

TeESTING OVERVIEW

THE PRAXIS ASSESSMENTS EVALUATE BOTH GENERAL TEACHING SKILLS AND SPECIFIC SUBJECT KNOWLEDGE. GEORGIA REQUIRES
PASSING SCORES ON THE PRAXIS CORE ACADEMIC SKILLS FOR EDUCATORS (READING, WRITING, AND MATH) AND PRAXIS
SUBJECT ASSESSMENTS RELEVANT TO THE INTENDED TEACHING FIELD. SOME ALTERNATIVE PROGRAMS MAY HAVE ADDITIONAL OR
DIFFERENT TESTING REQUIREMENTS.

ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION ROUTES

ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS IN GEORGIA PROVIDE FLEXIBLE PATHWAYS FOR CANDIDATES WHO HAVE NOT
FOLLOWED THE TRADITIONAL EDUCATION DEGREE ROUTE. THESE PROGRAMS ADDRESS TEACHER SHORTAGES AND OFFER
PRACTICAL SOLUTIONS FOR CAREER CHANGERS OR THOSE SEEKING EXPEDITED CERTIFICATION.

GEORGIA'S ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAM (ACP)

THE GEORGIA ACP IS A STATE-APPROVED PATHWAY THAT ALLOWS CANDIDATES TO TEACH WHILE COMPLETING
CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS. PARTICIPANTS RECEIVE INTENSIVE TRAINING AND MENTORING TO DEVELOP CLASSROOM
COMPETENCIES. THIS PROGRAM IS IDEAL FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH A BACHELOR'S DEGREE SEEKING TO ENTER THE TEACHING
PROFESSION QUICKLY.



ResIDENCY PrRoGRAMS AND CAREER SWITCHER OPTIONS

SOME UNIVERSITIES AND SCHOOL DISTRICTS OFFER RESIDENCY PROGRAMS THAT COMBINE FULL-TIME TEACHING ASSIGNMENTS
WITH COURSEWORK AND SUPERVISION. CAREER SWITCHER PROGRAMS ARE DESIGNED SPECIFICALLY FOR PROFESSIONALS
TRANSITIONING INTO EDUCATION, OFTEN PROVIDING FINANCIAL INCENTIVES AND SUPPORT.

REQUIREMENTS SPECIFIC TO ALTERNATIVE ROUTES

\W/HILE ALTERNATIVE PROGRAMS VARY, CANDIDATES GENERALLY MUST PASS BACKGROUND CHECKS, COMPLETE REQUIRED
COURSEWORK, AND DEMONSTRATE CONTENT KNOWLEDGE THROUGH TESTING. THESE ROUTES EMPHASIZE PRACTICAL EXPERIENCE
AND MENTORSHIP TO ENSURE TEACHING EFFECTIVENESS.

CONTINUING EDUCATION AND RENEW AL

MAINTAINING TEACHER CERTIFICATION IN GEORGIA REQUIRES ONGOING PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT AND PERIODIC RENEWAL.
THESE REQUIREMENTS ENSURE THAT EDUCATORS CONTINUE TO ENHANCE THEIR SKILLS AND STAY CURRENT WITH EDUCATIONAL
BEST PRACTICES.

ProrFessIONAL LEARNING UNITs (PLUs)

GEORGIA REQUIRES CERTIFIED TEACHERS TO EARN A SPECIFIED NUMBER OF PROFESSIONAL LEARNING UNITS TO RENEW THEIR
CERTIFICATES. PLUS CAN BE EARNED THROUGH W ORKSHOPS, COURSES, CONFERENCES, AND OTHER APPROVED PROFESSIONAL
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES.

CerTIFICATE ReENewAL CYCLE

INITIAL CERTIFICATES ARE TYPICALLY VALID FOR FIVE YEARS. RENEWAL APPLICATIONS MUST INCLUDE EVIDENCE OF COMPLETED
PROFESSIONAL LEARNING AND COMPLIANCE WITH ETHICAL STANDARDS. FAILURE TO RENEW ON TIME MAY RESULT IN SUSPENSION
OF CERTIFICATION.

ADVANCED CERTIFICATION LEVELS

TEACHERS IN GEORGIA CAN PURSUE ADVANCED CERTIFICATIONS, SUCH AS THE MASTER TEACHER OR NATIONAL BoARD
CERTIFICATION/ TO RECOGNIZE HIGHER LEVELS OF EXPERTISE AND COMMITMENT. THESE CREDENTIALS OFTEN REQUIRE ADDITIONAL
EDUCATION, EXPERIENCE, AND PROFESSIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS.

RESOURCES FOR ASPIRING TEACHERS IN GEORGIA

NUMEROUS RESOURCES ARE AVAILABLE TO SUPPORT CANDIDATES NAVIGATING TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS IN GEORGIA.
THESE INCLUDE STATE EDUCATION WEBSITES, UNIVERSITY ADVISING CENTERS, PROFESSIONAL ORGANIZATIONS, AND EXAM
PREPARATION MATERIALS.

STATE AND UNIVERSITY SUPPORT SERVICES

PROSPECTIVE TEACHERS CAN ACCESS GUIDANCE ON PROGRAM SELECTION, APPLICATION PROCEDURES, AND LICENSURE

ExAM PREPARATION AND STUDY MATERIALS

PREPARATION FOR CERTIFICATION EXAMS IS CRITICAL. MANY CANDIDATES UTILIZE OFFICIAL STUDY GUIDES, PRACTICE TESTS,
AND PREPARATORY COURSES TO IMPROVE THEIR CHANCES OF SUCCESS. THESE RESOURCES FOCUS ON BOTH CONTENT

How LONG DOES IT TYPICALLY TAKE TO COMPLETE A TEACHER CERTIFICATION
PROGRAM IN GEORGIA?

THE DURATION VARIES DEPENDING ON THE PROGRAM TYPE, TRADITIONAL UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMS USUALLY TAKE FOUR
YEARS, POST-BACCALAUREATE PROGRAMS CAN TAKE 1-2 YEARS, AND ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS MAY BE

AND PEDAGOGY (GATAPP), DESIGNED FOR INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE A BACHELOR’S DEGREE BUT DID NOT COMPLETE A
TRADITIONAL TEACHER EDUCATION PROGRAM.

WHAT EXAMS ARE REQUIRED FOR TEACHER CERTIFICATION IN GEORGIAP

CANDIDATES MUST PASS THE GEORGIA ASSESSMENTS FOR THE CERTIFICATION OF EDUCATORS (GACE), WHICH INCLUDES
CONTENT ASSESSMENTS RELEVANT TO THE SUBJECT AREA AND THE PROGRAM ADMISSION ASSESSMENT FOR ENTRY INTO



CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS.

How MUCH DOES A TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAM IN GEORGIA TYPICALLY COST?

COSTS VARY WIDELY DEPENDING ON THE INSTITUTION AND PROGRAM TYPE, RANGING FROM A FEW THOUSAND DOLLARS FOR
ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS TO TENS OF THOUSANDS FOR TRADITIONAL DEGREE PROGRAMS AT UNIVERSITIES.

CAN OUT-OF-STATE TEACHERS GET CERTIFIED TO TEACH IN GEORGIA?

YES, (GEORGIA OFFERS RECIPROCITY FOR OUT-OF-STATE TEACHERS, ALLOWING THEM TO APPLY FOR CERTIFICATION BY
SUBMITTING PROOF OF THEIR CREDENTIALS, EXPERIENCE, AND PASSING ANY REQUIRED (GEORGIA-SPECIFIC ASSESSMENTS.

\WHAT FINANCIAL AID OPTIONS ARE AVAILABLE FOR TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS
IN GEORGIA?

STUDENTS MAY ACCESS FEDERAL AND STATE FINANCIAL AID, SCHOLARSHIPS SPECIFICALLY FOR EDUCATION MAJORS, LOAN
