MEANINGFUL INTERACTIONS AND SUPPORTS TAILORED GESTURES OF APPRECIATION. BEYOND GIFT-GIVING, THE QUESTIONNAIRE
CAN REVEAL INSIGHTS INTO PREFERRED CLASSROOM TOOLS, LEARNING STYLES, AND MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES, MAKING IT A
VERSATILE RESOURCE FOR ENHANCING THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT.

ENHANCING TEACHER-STUDENT RELATIONSHIPS

DESIGNING AN EFFECTIVE TEACHER QUESTIONNAIRE

CREATING AN EFFECTIVE TEACHER QUESTIONNAIRE OF FAVORITE THINGS INVOLVES CAREFUL PLANNING TO ENSURE THE
QUESTIONS ARE CLEAR, RELEVANT, AND COMPREHENSIVE. THE DESIGN SHOULD BALANCE THE COLLECTION OF PERSONAL
PREFERENCES WITH PROFESSIONAL INSIGHTS, MAINTAINING AN APPROPRIATE LEVEL OF PRIVACY AND RESPECT. THE FORMAT CAN
RANGE FROM PRINTED FORMS TO DIGITAL SURVEYS, DEPENDING ON THE SCHOOL’S RESOURCES AND PREFERENCES.

CHoOSING THE RIGHT FORMAT

DIGITAL SURVEYS OFFER CONVENIENCE AND EASE OF DATA COLLECTION, ALLOWING FOR QUICK DISTRIBUTION AND ANALYSIS.
COMMON PLATFORMS INCLUDE SURVEY SOFTWARE OR EMAIL FORMS. PRINTED QUESTIONNAIRES CAN BE USEFUL IN SCHOOLS
WITH LIMITED TECHNOLOGY ACCESS OR FOR IN-PERSON DISTRIBUTION DURING MEETINGS OR STAFF EVENTS. WHICHEVER FORMAT
IS CHOSEN, IT SHOULD PRIORITIZE SIMPLICITY AND ACCESSIBILITY TO ENCOURAGE HONEST AND COMPLETE RESPONSES.

QUESTIONNAIRE LENGTH AND CLARITY

T o MAXIMIZE RESPONSE RATES, THE QUESTIONNAIRE SHOULD BE CONCISE YET THOROUGH ENOUGH TO GATHER MEANINGFUL
INFORMATION. TYPICALLY, 10 To 20 QUESTIONS ARE SUFFICIENT. QUESTIONS SHOULD BE STRAIGHTFORWARD, AVOIDING
AMBIGUOUS LANGUAGE, AND STRUCTURED TO ALLOW EASY ANSWERING, SUCH AS MULTIPLE-CHOICE, CHECKBOXES, OR SHORT
OPEN-ENDED RESPONSES.

Key QUESTIONS TO INCLUDE IN THE QUESTIONNAIRE

IN DEVELOPING A TEACHER QUESTIONNAIRE OF FAVORITE THINGS, SELECTING PERTINENT QUESTIONS IS CRUCIAL. THE QUESTIONS
SHOULD COVER A RANGE OF CATEGORIES, INCLUDING PERSONAL INTERESTS, CLASSROOM PREFERENCES, AND PROFESSIONAL
DEVELOPMENT NEEDS. THE FOLLOWING LIST HIGHLIGHTS SOME ESSENTIAL QUESTION CATEGORIES TO INCORPORATE.

* HoBBlEs AND LEISURE ACTIVITIES: LEARNING ABOUT TEACHERS’ INTERESTS OUTSIDE OF SCHOOL TO FOSTER
PERSONALIZED CONNECTIONS.

o Book or GENRE PREFERENCES: HELPFUL FOR SELECTING GIFTS OR RESOURCES THAT ALIGN WITH TEACHERS’ READING
TASTES.

o COLORS AND STYLES: IMPORTANT FOR CHOOSING DECORATIONS, SUPPLIES, OR APPAREL THAT REFLECT TEACHER
PREFERENCES.

® PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT INTERESTS: INSIGHTS INTO AREAS WHERE TEACHERS SEEK GROWTH OR TRAINING SUPPORT.

o CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT STRATEGIES: GAINING KNOWLEDGE ABOUT PREFERRED TEACHING METHODS OR MOTIVATIONAL
TOOLS.

ENGAGEMENT. CLEAR COMMUNICATION HELPS SET EXPECTATIONS AND EMPHASIZES THE POSITIVE IMPACT.

ReGULARLY UPDATE THE QUESTIONNAIRE

TEACHER PREFERENCES MAY CHANGE OVER TIME. PERIODICALLY REVISITING AND UPDATING THE QUESTIONNAIRE ENSURES THAT
THE INFORMATION REMAINS CURRENT AND RELEVANT FOR ONGOING USE.
