THe W/ISCONSIN BADGERS MEN'S BASKETBALL TEAM MADE ITS FIRST NCAA TOURNAMENT APPEARANCE IN 1941, MARKING THE
BEGINNING OF THE SCHOOL'S PARTICIPATION IN MARCH MADNESS. IN THESE EARLY YEARS, THE TOURNAMENT WAS MUCH
SMALLER, AND W/ISCONSIN'S PRESENCE WAS SPORADIC. THE TEAM EXPERIENCED MODERATE SUCCESS BUT STRUGGLED TO
ADVANCE DEEP INTO THE COMPETITION. THROUGHOUT THE MID-20TH CENTURY, THE BADGERS QUALIFIED FOR THE TOURNAMENT
ONLY A HANDFUL OF TIMES, REFLECTING THE COMPETITIVE CHALLENGES OF THE ERA AND THE EVOLVING LANDSCAPE OF COLLEGE
BASKETBALL.

FIRsT NCAA TOURNAMENT APPEARANCE IN 194 1

W 1sconsIN’S INAUGURAL NCAA TOURNAMENT BERTH IN 194 1 WAS SIGNIFICANT AS THE PROGRAM STEPPED ONTO THE
NATIONAL STAGE. ALTHOUGH THE BADGERS DID NOT PROGRESS FAR, THIS ENTRY LAID THE GROUNDWORK FOR FUTURE
PARTICIPATION. THE TOURNAMENT AT THAT TIME FEATURED ONLY EIGHT TEAMS, AND W/ ISCONSIN’S EARLY EXIT WAS TYPICAL
FOR MANY PROGRAMS ADJUSTING TO THE INTENSITY OF POSTSEASON PLAY.

LimTep APPEARANCES DURING MiD-1900s

BeTween THE 1940s anp 1980s, WisconsiN’s NCAA TOURNAMENT APPEARANCES WERE LIMITED, WITH THE PROGRAM
OFTEN FACING CHALLENGES IN SECURING BIDS. FACTORS SUCH AS STRONG COMPETITION WITHIN THE BiG TEN CONFERENCE AND
FLUCTUATING TEAM PERFORMANCE CONTRIBUTED TO THIS PERIOD OF RELATIVE SCARCITY IN TOURNAMENT PLAY.

BREAKTHROUGH SEASONS AND Deep TOURNAMENT RUNS

WisconsIN’s NCAA TOURNAMENT HISTORY IS MARKED BY SIGNIFICANT BREAKTHROUGH SEASONS THAT ELEVATED THE

GAME BERTH.

GREG GARD AND CONTINUED SUCCESS

FoLLowING Bo RyaN, GREG GARD TOOK OVER AS HEAD COACH AND HAS MAINTAINED W/ ISCONSIN’S PRESENCE IN THE NCAA
TOURNAMENT. GARD HAS CONTINUED TO BUILD ON THE PROGRAM’S STRONG FOUNDATION, GUIDING THE TEAM TO SEVERAL
TOURNAMENT BIDS AND ADVANCING THROUGH THE ROUNDS WITH COMPETITIVE PERFORMANCES. HIS COACHING APPROACH
CONTINUES TO EMPHASIZE PLAYER DEVELOPMENT AND STRATEGIC EXECUTION, KEEPING W/ISCONSIN RELEVANT IN MARCH
MADNESS.
