THE WI1sconsIN HUMANE SocleETY RACINE W/ IS A BRANCH OF A LARGER STATEWIDE NETWORK COMMITTED TO ANIMAL
PROTECTION AND ADVOCACY. |T PROVIDES A SAFE HAVEN FOR LOST, ABANDONED, AND ABUSED ANIMALS, ENSURING THEY
RECEIVE PROPER CARE AND REHABILITATION. THE ORGANIZATION OPERATES WITH THE MISSION TO PREVENT ANIMAL CRUELTY AND
PROMOTE THE HUMANE TREATMENT OF ALL ANIMALS IN RACINE AND SURROUNDING AREAS. |TS FACILITIES ARE EQUIPPED TO
HANDLE A WIDE RANGE OF ANIMAL CARE NEEDS, FROM EMERGENCY MEDICAL TREATMENT TO ROUTINE SHELTERING. THE STAFF
INCLUDES TRAINED ANIMAL CARE PROFESSIONALS, VETERINARIANS, AND SUPPORT PERSONNEL WHO COLLABORATE TO MAINTAIN
HIGH STANDARDS OF ANIMAL WELFARE.

MissioN AND VISION

THE CORE MISSION OF THE W/ ISCONSIN HUMANE SOCIETY RACINE W/ IS TO PROTECT AND ENHANCE THE LIVES OF ANIMALS
THROUGH SHELTERING, ADOPTION, AND EDUCATION. THE ORGANIZATION ENVISIONS A COMMUNITY WHERE ANIMALS ARE TREATED
WITH KINDNESS AND RESPECT, AND WHERE EVERY ANIMAL HAS THE OPPORTUNITY TO LIVE IN A SAFE, LOVING HOME. THE HUMANE
SOCIETY ACTIVELY PURSUES THIS VISION BY IMPLEMENTING PROGRAMS THAT REDUCE ANIMAL HOMELESSNESS AND PROMOTE
RESPONSIBLE PET OWNERSHIP.

FACILITIES AND SERVICES

THE RACINE LOCATION OFFERS COMPREHENSIVE ANIMAL CARE SERVICES, INCLUDING INTAKE AND SHELTERING, VETERINARY CARE,
AND BEHAVIORAL ASSESSMENTS. THE FACILITY IS DESIGNED TO PROVIDE A COMFORTABLE ENVIRONMENT FOR ANIMALS WHILE
THEY AWAIT ADOPTION OR REUNIFICATION WITH THEIR OWNERS. ADDITIONALLY, THE SOCIETY CONDUCTS SPAY AND NEUTER
SURGERIES TO HELP CONTROL THE PET POPULATION AND REDUCE THE NUMBER OF ANIMALS ENTERING SHELTERS.



ADOPTION SERVICES AND ANIMAL CARE

ONE OF THE PRIMARY FUNCTIONS OF THE W/ISCONSIN HUMANE SOCIETY RACINE W1 IS TO FACILITATE ANIMAL ADOPTIONS. THE
ORGANIZATION CAREFULLY SCREENS POTENTIAL ADOPTERS TO ENSURE THAT ANIMALS ARE PLACED IN SUITABLE AND LOVING
HOMES. ADOPTION SERVICES ARE SUPPORTED BY THOROUGH HEALTH CHECKS AND BEHAVIORAL EVALUATIONS TO MATCH PETS
WITH THE RIGHT FAMILIES. THIS APPROACH HELPS REDUCE THE LIKELIHOOD OF RETURNS AND PROMOTES LONG-TERM PET
\WELFARE.

TyYPES oF ANIMALS AVAILABLE FOR ADOPTION

THE HUMANE SOCIETY PROVIDES A VARIETY OF ANIMALS FOR ADOPTION, INCLUDING DOGS, CATS, RABBITS, AND SMALL
MAMMALS. EACH ANIMAL RECEIVES INDIVIDUALIZED CARE AND ATTENTION TO PREPARE THEM FOR A SUCCESSFUL TRANSITION TO
A NEW HOME. SPECIAL ADOPTION EVENTS AND PROMOTIONS ARE REGULARLY ORGANIZED TO ENCOURAGE COMMUNITY
PARTICIPATION AND INCREASE ADOPTION RATES.

ANIMAL HEALTH AND \WELLNESS PROGRAMS

ENSURING THE HEALTH AND WELL-BEING OF SHELTER ANIMALS IS A TOP PRIORITY. THE WISCONSIN HUMANE SOCIETY RACINE W/|
OFFERS VACCINATIONS, MICROCHIPPING, SPAY /NEUTER SERVICES, AND ROUTINE VETERINARY CARE. ANIMALS ARE MONITORED
CLOSELY FOR HEALTH ISSUES, AND ANY REQUIRED TREATMENTS ARE ADMINISTERED PROMPTLY. THIS COMMITMENT TO HEALTH
CARE ENHANCES THE ADOPTABILITY OF THE ANIMALS AND IMPROVES THEIR QUALITY OF LIFE.

CoMMUNITY PROGRAMS AND EDUCATION

BEYOND SHELTERING AND ADOPTION, THE W/ISCONSIN HUMANE SOCIETY RACINE W/| INVESTS IN COMMUNITY OUTREACH AND
EDUCATION TO FOSTER A CULTURE OF COMPASSION AND RESPONSIBILITY TOWARD ANIMALS. THESE PROGRAMS ARE DESIGNED

LEADERS. TOPICS OFTEN COVER PET SAFETY, TRAINING TECHNIQUES, AND THE PREVENTION OF ANIMAL CRUELTY. THESE
EDUCATIONAL INITIATIVES HELP BUILD AW ARENESS AND EMPOWER THE COMMUNITY TO MAKE INFORMED DECISIONS REGARDING
ANIMAL CARE.

SPECIAL PROGRAMS TARGETED AT SCHOOLS AIM TO TEACH CHILDREN ABOUT EMPATHY AND RESPECT FOR ANIMALS. INTERACTIVE
