UNDERSTANDING GFCI| SwiTcH OuTLET ComBo DEVICES

A GFCl sWITCH OUTLET COMBO IS AN ELECTRICAL DEVICE THAT COMBINES A GROUND FAULT CIRCUIT INTERRUPTER (GFCD
OUTLET, A SWITCH, AND A STANDARD RECEPTACLE INTO A SINGLE UNIT. THIS DEVICE IS DESIGNED TO PROVIDE ELECTRICAL
PROTECTION BY QUICKLY SHUTTING OFF POWER WHEN IT DETECTS GROUND FAULTS, WHICH CAN OCCUR WHEN ELECTRICITY
FLOWS THROUGH AN UNINTENDED PATH, SUCH AS WATER OR A PERSON. THE SWITCH COMPONENT ALLOWS CONTROL OVER A
LIGHTING FIXTURE OR OTHER ELECTRICAL DEVICE, WHILE THE OUTLET PROVIDES A PROTECTED POWER SOURCE.

INSTALLING A WIRING GFCI SWITCH OUTLET COMBO IS ESPECIALLY USEFUL IN LOCATIONS PRONE TO MOISTURE, SUCH AS
BATHROOMS, KITCHENS, GARAGES, AND OUTDOOR AREAS. THE COMBINATION DEVICE SIMPLIFIES WIRING BY REDUCING THE NUMBER

STeEP-BY-STEP W IRING INSTRUCTIONS

WIRING A GFCI SWITCH OUTLET COMBO REQUIRES ATTENTION TO DETAIL AND ADHERENCE TO WIRING CODES. THE FOLLOWING
STEPS OUTLINE THE PROCESS FOR A TYPICAL INSTALLATION.

S1ep 1: TurN OFF POWER

BEFORE STARTING ANY ELECTRICAL WORK, TURN OFF THE POWER AT THE CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL TO THE CIRCUIT WHERE THE
DEVICE WILL BE INSTALLED. VERIFY POWER IS OFF USING A VOLTAGE TESTER.



STeP 2: IDENTIFY LINE AND LoAD WIRES

LOCATE THE INCOMING POWER CABLE (LINE) AND OUTGOING CABLES (LOAD) IF THE GFCI IS PROTECTING DOWNSTREAM
OUTLETS. THE LINE WIRES SUPPLY POWER TO THE DEVICE, WHILE LOAD WIRES FEED OTHER OUTLETS DOWNSTREAM.

STeP 3: CoNNECT THE GROUND W/IRE

ATTACH THE GROUND WIRE FROM THE ELECTRICAL BOX OR CIRCUIT TO THE GREEN GROUNDING SCREW ON THE GFCl swITCH
OUTLET COMBO DEVICE. PROPER GROUNDING IS ESSENTIAL FOR SAFETY AND CODE COMPLIANCE.

S1ep 4: WIRe THE LINE SIDE

CONNECT THE BLACK (HOT) LINE WIRE TO THE TERMINAL LABELED “LINE” or “LINE HOT"” oN THE DEVICE. CONNECT THE WHITE
(NEUTRAL) LINE WIRE TO THE “LINE NEUTRAL" TERMINAL. THESE CONNECTIONS POWER THE GFCI| CIRCUITRY.

Step 5: ConnecT THE LoAD Sioe (IF APPLICABLE)

IF THE DEVICE PROTECTS DOWNSTREAM OUTLETS, CONNECT THE BLACK AND WHITE LOAD WIRES TO THE CORRESPONDING
“LOAD"” TERMINALS. THIS SETUP ENSURES THOSE OUTLETS ARE GFC| PROTECTED.

STEP 6: CONNECT SWITCH AND OUTLET WIRES

DEPENDING ON THE MODEL, THE SWITCH PORTION MAY REQUIRE A SEPARATE WIRE CONNECTION TO CONTROL THE LIGHTING OR
DEVICE. FOLLOW THE MANUFACTURER’S WIRING DIAGRAM TO CONNECT THE SWITCH TERMINALS APPROPRIATELY. THE OUTLET
TERMINALS WILL BE CONNECTED TO THE GFC| CIRCUITRY AND PROVIDE PROTECTED POWER.

STeP 7: SECURE WIRING AND MOUNT DEVICE

CAREFULLY TUCK WIRES INTO THE ELECTRICAL BOX, ENSURING NO BARE WIRES ARE EXPOSED. SECURE THE DEVICE TO THE BOX
WITH MOUNTING SCREWS AND ATTACH THE COVER PLATE.

STEP 8: ReESTORE POWER AND TEST

TURN THE CIRCUIT BREAKER BACK ON AND TEST THE GFC| SWITCH OUTLET COMBO USING THE BUILT-IN TEST BUTTON AND A
VOLTAGE TESTER TO VERIFY PROPER OPERATION.

CoMMoN WIRING MISTAKES AND TROUBLESHOOTING

IMPROPER WIRING OF A WIRING GFCl SWITCH OUTLET COMBO CAN RESULT IN MALFUNCTIONING DEVICES, NUISANCE TRIPPING, OR
UNSAFE CONDITIONS. RECOGNIZING COMMON MISTAKES HELPS ENSURE SUCCESSFUL INSTALLATION.

INCORRECT LINE AND LOAD CONNECTIONS

ONE OF THE MOST FREQUENT ERRORS IS REVERSING LINE AND LOAD WIRES. THE GFCl WILL NOT RESET IF WIRES ARE REVERSED,
CAUSING NO POWER TO THE OUTLET OR SWITCH. ALWAYS VERIFY LINE WIRES ARE CONNECTED TO THE LINE TERMINALS.



FAILING TO CoNNECT GROUND W IRE

OMITTING THE GROUND WIRE CONNECTION COMPROMISES SAFETY AND MAY VIOLATE ELECTRICAL CODES. THE GROUND WIRE
MUST BE SECURELY ATTACHED TO THE GROUNDING SCREW AND METAL ELECTRICAL BOX IF GROUNDED.

Loose or DAMAGED W IRE CONNECTIONS

LOOSE CONNECTIONS CAN LEAD TO ARCING OR INTERMITTENT POWER. ENSURE ALL WIRE NUTS ARE TIGHT, WIRES ARE STRIPPED
PROPERLY, AND NO INSULATION IS UNDER TERMINAL SCREWS.

TROUBLESHOOTING TIPS

e USE A VOLTAGE TESTER TO CONFIRM POWER PRESENCE AT EACH STAGE.

Press THE GFCl TEST AND RESET BUTTONS TO VERIFY OPERATION.

o CHECK MANUFACTURER WIRING DIAGRAMS FOR DEVICE-SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS.

INSPECT FOR SIGNS OF DAMAGED WIRING OR DEFECTIVE DEVICE IF ISSUES PERSIST.

TESTING AND VERIFYING THE INSTALLATION

AFTER WIRING A GFCl SWITCH OUTLET COMBO, THOROUGH TESTING CONFIRMS THE DEVICE FUNCTIONS CORRECTLY AND SAFELY.

UsSING THE BUILT-IN TEST AND RESET BUTTONS

PRESS THE TEST BUTTON ON THE GFCI DEVICE TO SIMULATE A GROUND FAULT. THE DEVICE SHOULD TRIP, CUTTING POWER TO
THE OUTLET. PRESS THE RESET BUTTON TO RESTORE POWER. FAILURE TO TRIP INDICATES WIRING OR DEVICE PROBLEMS.

TESTING WITH A VOLTAGE TESTER OR MULTIMETER

CHECK FOR VOLTAGE AT THE OUTLET TERMINALS WHEN THE DEVICE IS RESET. THE SWITCH SHOULD CONTROL THE CONNECTED
FIXTURE OR LOAD AS INTENDED. VERIFY THAT NO VOLTAGE IS PRESENT WHEN THE GFCI IS TRIPPED.

ADDITIONAL TESTING DEVICES

GFCI TESTERS ARE AVAILABLE TO SIMULATE GROUND FAULTS AND CHECK FOR PROPER WIRING. THESE CAN BE USEFUL FOR
CONFIRMING THE LINE/LOAD ORIENTATION AND OVERALL DEVICE FUNCTIONALITY.

SAFETY PrecauTIONS AND CobeE COMPLIANCE

COMPLYING WITH SAFETY REGULATIONS AND ELECTRICAL CODES IS ESSENTIAL WHEN WIRING A GFCI SWITCH OUTLET COMBO TO
PREVENT HAZARDS AND ENSURE LEGAL INSTALLATION.

PROVIDING ADDED CONVENIENCE.

ALWAYS SHUT OFF POWER AT THE BREAKER PANEL BEFORE WORKING ON ELECTRICAL CIRCUITS.

® VERIFY ABSENCE OF VOLTAGE WITH A RELIABLE TESTER BEFORE TOUCHING WIRES.
e USE INSULATED TOOLS TO REDUCE THE RISK OF SHOCK.

® \WEAR SAFETY GLASSES AND AVOID WORKING IN WET CONDITIONS.

PROFESSIONAL ASSISTANCE

|[F UNCERTAIN ABOUT ANY STEP IN WIRING A GFCI SWITCH OUTLET COMBO OR LOCAL CODE REQUIREMENTS, CONSULTING A
LICENSED ELECTRICIAN IS RECOMMENDED. PROPER INSTALLATION SAFEGUARDS BOTH PROPERTY AND PERSONAL SAFETY.

OUTLET AND A SWITCH IN A SINGLE UNIT, ALLOWING CONTROL OF A LIGHT OR APPLIANCE WHILE PROVIDING GROUND FAULT
PROTECTION.

How po | wire A GFC| swITCH OUTLET coMBO?

To wiRe A GFCl SWITCH OUTLET COMBO, CONNECT THE LINE (INCOMING POWER) WIRES TO THE LINE TERMINALS, CONNECT THE
LOAD WIRES IF PROTECTING DOWNSTREAM OUTLETS TO THE LOAD TERMINALS, AND WIRE THE SWITCH TERMINALS ACCORDING
TO THE DEVICE'S INSTRUCTIONS, TYPICALLY CONNECTING THE SWITCHED HOT WIRE TO THE SWITCH TERMINAL.

CAN | REPLACE A STANDARD SWITCH AND OUTLET WITH A GFC| sSWITCH OUTLET
COMBO?

YES/ YOU CAN REPLACE A STANDARD SWITCH AND OUTLET WITH A GFCl swWITCH OUTLET COMBO, PROVIDED THE SWITCH AND
OUTLET ARE ON THE SAME CIRCUIT AND THE WIRING CONFIGURATION MATCHES THE DEVICE'S REQUIREMENTS.

\W/HERe SHOULD | INSTALL A GFC| sSwWITCH OUTLET COMBO?

GFCIl sWITCH OUTLET COMBOS ARE IDEAL FOR AREAS REQUIRING GROUND FAULT PROTECTION SUCH AS KITCHENS, BATHROOMS,
GARAGES, AND OUTDOOR LOCATIONS WHERE BOTH SWITCH CONTROL AND GFCI PROTECTION ARE NEEDED.



\X/HAT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE LINE AND LOAD TERMINALS ON A GFC]

THe LINE TERMINALS CONNECT TO THE INCOMING POWER SOURCE, WHILE THE LOAD TERMINALS CONNECT TO DOWNSTREAM

YES, THE SWITCH PORTION OF A GFC| SWITCH OUTLET COMBO CAN BE WIRED TO CONTROL LIGHTING OR OTHER DEVICES,
WHILE THE GFCl OUTLET PROVIDES GROUND FAULT PROTECTION FOR CONNECTED RECEPTACLES.

Do | NeeD A NEUTRAL WIRE TO INSTALL A GFC| swWITCH OUTLET COMBO?

MosT GFC| swITCH OUTLET COMBOS REQUIRE A NEUTRAL WIRE FOR PROPER OPERATION SINCE THE GFC| CIRCUITRY AND
SWITCH FUNCTIONS TYPICALLY NEED A NEUTRAL CONNECTION.

How cAN | TEST IF MY GFCI| SWITCH OUTLET COMBO IS WORKING PROPERLY?

You caN TEST A GFCl SWITCH OUTLET COMBO BY PRESSING THE TEST BUTTON ON THE DEVICE, WHICH SHOULD TRIP THE
OUTLET AND CUT POWER. PRESS THE RESET BUTTON TO RESTORE POWER. ADDITIONALLY, VERIFY THE SWITCH CONTROLS THE
INTENDED LOAD.

Is IT sAFE TO INSTALL A GFCI| SWITCH OUTLET COMBO MYSELF?

|F YOU HAVE BASIC ELECTRICAL KNOWLEDGE AND FOLLOW LOCAL ELECTRICAL CODES, INSTALLING A GFCl swITCH OUTLET
COMBO CAN BE SAFE. HO\)VEVER, IF UNSURE, IT IS RECOMMENDED TO HIRE A LICENSED ELECTRICIAN TO ENSURE PROPER AND SAFE
INSTALLATION.
